The number of officials registered with UKA continues to grow and we currently have 53 with a further ten recently having undertaken the Level 2 course.  As always not all of these officials are active and we still have a number of “active and experienced” officials who do not appear on the UKA list.

Every year there appears to be some sort of restructuring about to take place and this is true again this year with UKA about to realign officials’ levels.  Basically, the old levels 2 3 and 4 will become Level 2 Club, County or Region.  However it is not a straightforward transfer and the new level 2 officials will be realigned according to experience.  Old level 5 officials will become level 3. Congratulations to Rowena Ferrier on becoming a new level 3.
All officials will receive a new licence in the new year with their new levels and a new number.  Hopefully all our officials will be happy with their realignment.  If not there will be an appeals procedure in operation which will be available to all officials if required.  I have notified UKA of all our non registered “active and experienced” officials and I hope they will be re assessed according to their experience.  The onus will probably fall on the official concerned to re apply for their licence.

At the recent conference for officials secretaries it was pointed out how few current level 2 officials send in their records of experience forms (duty sheets) at the end of the season.  This is a necessary requirement for progression. I received 1 this year.
The county championships went very smoothly this year and thanks go to all officials who gave their time so readily to ensure success.  Once again we are indebted to Graham Norris and Mendip AC and Gary Jennings and Millfield for providing officials on the day.  Somerset were also well represented at the South West Inter-Counties.
Finally congratulations to our chairman Roger Lee on his appointment to the International Officials Group.  He joins Sally and Nick Higman on that prestigious group.  Our thanks to them for the benefit of their experience.
