


Treasurers Report 2010

Overall it’s been a good year for our finances, with the balance sheet showing a loss of £84.90 which should have been a profit of £75.10. As we are outstanding £160 for the Somerset Series race fees.


The County T & F Championships, which is now our major source of income, made a profit of £859.75.   While entries were £2375 the major outlays were hire of track £440, hire of equipment £140, medals and admin £548.84 and First Aid cover from Red Cross £176. 


The Cross country championships made £491.15, but this at the moment is on a biannual cycle. So no income in 2011.   


The Somerset Series which cuts across our financial year runs at a loss with prizes for 2009 £468 against a 2010 income of £320.


The major expenditure of 2010 was a one off payment of £1000 to YOAC for the update to the Yeovil track.


Treasurer’s recommendation for 2010-2011 are:- 

1.
Somerset series fees increase to £25-30, possibly with reduction for more than 
one race.

2.
Review Championship entry fees and increase to £2.75 or £3 from £2.50.

3.
Affiliation fees remain at £10 

4.
Review first aid requirements for Championships with quotes for Red Cross 
and St Johns.
