


Treasurers Report 2011

Overall it’s been a good year for our finances, with the balance sheet showing a profit of £71.63.  From an income of £4396.11 with expenditure of £4324.48.


The County T & F Championships, which is now our major source of income, made a profit of £1226.   While entries were £2919 the major outlays for the two day meeting were hire of track £390, hire of equipment £280, medals and admin £457 and First Aid cover from Red Cross £192. 


The Cross country championships (tri-County) income was £148 from Avon AA the race organiser.   This was made from entries of £420 against set up and administration cost of £272.  All 3 counties paid this same amount. These championships are not expected to make us money unless we increase our entry numbers.  


The Somerset Series which cuts across our financial year appears to make a profit of £129  from an income of £535 and expenses of £406 but this year’s prizes have yet to be invoiced. The income includes some late payments from 2010. 


Other major expenditure for 2011 was £500 for Schools coaching, and buying of county vests at £1065. Vest sales yielded £612
