In the miscellaneous section, monies paid to YOAC for the development of photofinish facilities were included.

Within the amount of £620 this included £500 paid to Somerset Schools for coaching.

BMR recommended that the fee for the Somerset Series should rise from £20 to £30, with a discount for multiple races.

It was felt that the fees for the T&F championships should increase to £3 per athlete per event.

YOAC have now paid their 2010 T&F championship entry fees.

PC wondered whether the SCAA should take some of the entry fee arising from the event that hosts the County RR Championship.

However, BMR did not feel that there was any need to increase the annual subscriptions for affiliated clubs and these should remain at £10.
