Somerset County XC report

Paul Chadwick (Sec of County XC Championships)

(Note: This is a shortened version of the report presented to Committee in January 2011. At that meeting various items were discussed and agreed that will have an effect on the forthcoming 2011 Championships: e.g. no late entries; first claim clubs to count)
This paper follows on from the Report produced for the previous years (2008 & 2009) XC Championships reporting on the outcome of those races. It includes a comparative analysis of the entries/results for this year’s championships (2010) against those two previous years.
1. Overview of the 2010 County XC Championships 
The Somerset County Championships were for the first time part of a Tri-County Championships being combined not only with the Avon AA Championships but also the Wiltshire Championships. Also, unlike the two previous years the races were not embedded within a larger set of races (Gwent League in 2008 & 2009). It was Avon AAs turn to be responsible for arrangements, as we have previously alternated offering a venue and organising the championships from year to year. 

The race was held at the University of Bath course on December 12th. Our thanks to Keith Brackstone (Avon AA) and his volunteer helpers drawn from Avon for administering and organising this year’s races and to the University for hosting. The size of competitive fields was less in some of the age groups than if it had been in the Gwent League but there was a good level of competition in most age groups (see analysis below). 

2. Numbers competing

Within the Tri-Championships there was a total entry of 481 including 6 Bath Uni Guest runners. Number of finishers by age group: 

SM 82 (inc 2 u20); SW 43; u20M 6; u20W 7; u17M 23; u17W 16; u15B 15; u15G 28; u13B 37; u13G 31.
288 finishers in total There were also non-championship u11 races.
