3. MINUTES OF THE 2005 AGM

These were approved as a true record of the meeting. Proposed by JS and seconded by BB.
4. REPORTS OF OFFICERS

HONORARY SECRETARY
David Cooke read his report which was circulated at the meeting and is detailed in the attached sheet (or electronically for those who receive these minutes by E mail).
CT thanked DC for his contributions to the Association during 2006.

ROAD RACE AND CROSS COUNTRY SECRETARY

Brian Beale read his report to the meeting.

£1037.83 had been collected as unaffiliated levies between January and September 2006.
BB said that the permit system seemed to be working well but he was unsure as to how this would be administered after April 2007.

Permits issued before March 31, 2007 would still be valid after that date.

BB described the Combined XC Championships held with Avon AA which had taken place at the beginning of 2006. This event is documented in the minutes of the relevant business meeting.

Shortly after this AGM (on Dec 2nd), there was to be a meeting to discuss the 2007 Road Race Challenge.

BB had had a useful discussion with race promoters from Wells City Harriers.

BB said that County statistics were ongoing.

CT thanked BB for all his work in 2006. 
THE OFFICIALS’ SECRETARY

The following E mail was received from Larry Tulett:

I am unable to attend the AGM tomorrow evening.  In brief, Roger Lee has, as usual, done a sterling job running field courses in Poole and Yeovil.  In addition 5 people from Somerset attended and passed a starters course in Poole.  Despite several offers to run a track course there have been no takers at all, I get the feeling that track is expected to run without any real technical input.  Details of all the newly qualified Somerset Officials have been forwarded to UKA.  We have one Field Official upgraded to 2 or Level 4, (whichever way you look at it): Julie Singleton of Taunton AC, I think she deserves congratulating.  I have been asked by SEAOA to Mentor track officials in Dorset.  No requests for any Somerset Clubs.

THE TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS SECRETARY

A summary of the 2006 Championships was circulated by DC and briefly discussed. 
This is detailed in the attached sheet (or electronically for those who receive these minutes by E mail).

CT thanked DC for all his work in 2006. 

THE TEAM MANAGER
IH described the County teams performances at the National IC XC Championships, the IC Road race Challenge, the SW IC Track and Field event and the u15/u20 SEAA Track and Field event. These events are all documented in the minutes of the relevant business meeting.
He reported that our under 11 Sportshall teams had been very successful.
CT thanked him for his work in this field.
THE HONORARY TREASURER

RL reported that 2006 affiliation fees were still unpaid by 2 clubs- Cheddar RC and Wessex and Bath AC.
The committee decided that DC should contact these clubs and allow them until December 31st, 2006 to remit both the 2006 and 2007 affiliation fees, otherwise their affiliation to the County would cease.

CT asked about the problem of transport costs that had arisen following the National XC Championships and our combined team with Avon AA.  RL had no further information.

RL anticipated an increase in expenditure on vests in 2007.

In 2006, income exceeded expenditure by £1263.7.

A statement of the County’s financial standing was circulated at the meeting and detailed in the attached sheet (or electronically for those who receive these minutes by E mail).
RL proposed that the annual affiliation fee remain at £10 p.a. and this was agreed unanimously by the Committee. RL asked that all clubs represented at the AGM inform their club treasurer of this fee. DC would inform all other clubs not represented at this meeting.
CT thanked RL for all his work in 2006.
THE COACHING SECRETARY

BW summarised coaching activity in the County in 2006.

Two Somerset squads had been held successfully during 2006 with a further squad day scheduled shortly after this AGM.
BW stated that there was now a period of change with the regionalisation of athletics under the aegis of England Athletics. Sonya Ellis will be the regional manager.

BW and RL constitute 2 members of the new SW Regional Council.

BW mentioned the introduction of the ‘Power of 10’ database where athletes could be identified by performance and listed in the relevant age group. The first of these lists was now available and undergoing scrutiny by the Council in order to identify errors and omissions.

BW outlined new coaching charges starting at £60 for level 1 and £100 per unit for level 3.

BW is still responsible for setting up courses and appointment of tutors with Viv Matthews who is now the Regional trainer and will monitor tutor development.

Event coaches have already met and have drawn up lists of other coaches that they would like to enrol. The event coaches are:
Ken Holmes – throws

Paul Weston- jumps

Tony Letts- sprints and hurdles

Emma Coombes- Combined Events

John?- endurance

£5000 is available to this group as a whole.

The first regional Squad day will be January 7th, 2007 at Bath.

Other dates and venues are to be decided.

CT thanked BW for his help and hard work.

5. ELECTION OF OFFICERS FOR 2007
All existing Officers, except Larry Tulett, were willing to be re-elected and were present at the meeting.
It was therefore proposed by MC and seconded by RB that the Association re-elect the current Officers in post, except the post of Official Secretary.
There was one nomination for this latter post, Mike Eastmond, proposed by DC and seconded by RL.

6. THE PRESIDENT

BW gave a short address in which he congratulated the Association on the excellent levels of co-operation between individuals within the Association and also between the Association and other organisational bodies in athletics.
7.THE JIM BRUNTON AWARD
There were two nominations for this award, Nick Parsons, proposed by RB and seconded by DC, and Frank Tickner, proposed by CT and seconded (in absentia) by PC. The former nominee is a well known local official and the latter a successful local international athlete. Both proposers gave a short outline of their candidate’s c.v.
Nick Parsons was the successful nominee by a majority vote.
8.PROPOSAL TO AMEND THE CONSTITUTION

There were two items to discuss:

1. Any NEW club affiliating to the County AA shall have a provisional affiliation for the first 12 months during which period that club will be expected to send at least one representative to the majority of  the relevant County AA business meetings and the AGM convened in that 12 month period. Clubs failing to achieve that attendance record will have their future membership considered by the County AA committee at the next business meeting. A decision will be made to revoke or continue the affiliation. Normal voting rules will apply. DC/RL
This proposal was accepted unanimously.
2. There will be mandatory selection meeting(s) to consider athletes for selection for competitions contested by Somerset AA. These meetings will be convened by the relevant team managers on a date to be decided by the committee. JS/RB
This amendment was the subject of some discussion. JS, RL, RB and DC all felt that it was an important step forward in order to improve communications between athletes, selectors and team managers. IH was not convinced that such meetings were necessary.

BP felt that we should make more effort to identify eligible athletes at our County Track and Field Championships. GN said he would help in this respect.
The committee recognised that there were particular difficulties in track and field as there was a long gap between our championships (May) and the relevant County matches (usually July and August).

This proposal went to a vote. The motion was carried, 9 voting for the proposal and 4 abstained.

9. GUEST SPEAKER

There was none this year.
