A large number of local athletes had qualified for ‘Power of 10’ squads.

There were still various problems with facilities at Bath University.

A throws and jumps ‘fest’ is planned for February 2008. 

The SW is the first region to undertake a level 3 pilot. This will involve 5 days at Bath.

In the current system, tutors will not be allowed to assess.

BW thanked all who support coaching in the County.

CT thanked BW for his help and hard work.

6. THE PRESIDENT

BW gave a short address in which he commented on the massive changes which were occurring in the athletics community.

He was unsure about the eventual ‘landscape’ of athletics in the UK and was concerned that the current proposals may results in a major loss of individuals from the sport.

He also mentioned that the ESAA were ‘hostile’ to the new Buckner proposals.

7.THE JIM BRUNTON AWARD

There were three nominations for this award - David Metherell (DM), Paul Chadwick (PC) and Brian Beale. A fourth candidate, Charlotte Fisher, proposed by Dick Bowden, had been overlooked by the Secretary and her name was added to the list of nominees.

The nominations for PC and DM were withdrawn by their proposers and, in the subsequent vote, the award, by a majority, was made to Brian Beale.

8.PROPOSAL TO AMEND THE CONSTITUTION

There was one proposal.

This proposed a change in the Constitution whereby any reference to ‘SEAA’ or ‘Territorial Association’ would be changed to the term ‘Governing Body’.

This was accepted unanimously.
