The on-line licence scheme is up and running, but there still appears to be some teething troubles. 

Some Race Promoters are shying away from using the system and continue to apply with hard copy,

All post race documentation should still be sent to me, within one month of the event, together with a cheque made payable to Athletic Services for the balance of the Licence Fee (see the sliding scale) Where there are supporting races, the Fee is based only on the entries in main event.

On-line entries for licensed races are also available.

Again Jon Coles struggled to get teams together to represent the County in the South West Inter Counties Challenge. The County needs to put in a strong team. It should be emphasised that it is a stepping stone to representative competition.

The plan for seminars for Endurance Officials is still not in place. We need to look to getting more qualified Officials to meet the criteria required by UKA particularly in respect of Race Referees. 

The County Road Race Championships were held in conjunction with the Easter Bunny on 13 April. Results have been published in the County minutes.
