3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

These were approved –proposed by RL and seconded by RLE

CT took the opportunity to welcome Larry Tulett, the new Officials’ Secretary to the meeting.

5. SEAA/SWAA

RLE raised the subject of the recently published Foster Report. The documents had not been received by DC in sufficient time to include this as an Agenda item.
RLE made a brief summary. Athletics is to be administered as hubs and not as territories.

AAA of England is to be renamed England Athletics (EA).

The South/Midlands/North will continue to stage Regional events and coordinate teams.

EA will administer the Development Officers.

The SW hub will administer coaching and development in the region along with regional competition and area teams. BW said that this SW structure was already in place. SW committee meetings will be smaller in composition with separate sub- committees meeting for coaching, track and field etc. There will be 6 or 7 sub-committees in total. There will be no set interval between meetings.  Each sub-committee will be responsible for the relevant championship and regional teams.

Funding will be available through the Foster funds.

The SEAA is apparently fully in favour of these new proposals.

£6 million will be available for this re-organisation. Sport England will control the funding.

These new proposals do not affect the current county organizations.

PC asked that we ensure that all club secretaries were familiar with his new document.

PC also felt that any membership scheme should involve some sort of referendum regarding the needs of individual athletes.

He wanted athletes to join the athletics community through a club and not as individuals.

RL stated that there must be a perceived advantage for athletes joining a club.

CT suggested that one way was to introduce higher levies for unattached athletes participating in road races.

PC asked CT/DC to respond to SEAA with the overall feeling of those delegates present that the Foster Report was a move in the right direction.

RLE felt that there were several advantages administering the sport from separate hubs:

a) monies will pass direct to the hubs with budgets corresponding to the size of the athletics community in that area.

b) More competition out of area with smaller teams

BW also felt that the Report specified certain aspects of funding for clubs and teacher training.

SW AGM
RLE is chairman and RL treasurer.

David Saker has resigned as Secretary.

President is Mike Farrell.

Team Managers are Dave Varney and Sonia Ellis.

SEAA AGM

This was mostly devoted to appointments of Officers and discussion of Foster report.
6. ROAD RUNNING

MC reported that YTRRC had held several events since the last committee meeting including the County Road Race Championships. There were 149 athletes in this event and a new course record had been set. Eight athletes ran under 15 minutes for this 5 km. course. It had taken some time to identify those athletes who were eligible for the County Championship. Some athletes had gone home before their medals could be awarded. Medals were distributed to those who remained.

The 2005 event is the Wellington 10.

BB to ensure that the results are on the website.

Monies raised from a race in Sherborne but promoted by YTRRC had come to Somerset (unaffiliated levies).

MC felt that there was an increased interest in road running at the moment.

7. CROSS COUNTRY

No report.

8. TRACK AND FIELD

A track and field sub committee has been set up consisting of RB/RL/IH/DC and PD.

The u13 inter county event

On July 25 at Kingston. IH and GN are team managers. It is not yet known whether JS will be available to act as ladies manager for this event.

DC to confirm our participation with the Meeting Manager, Don Turner.

A charge of £10 per athlete will be made- this will be levied even if the transport option is not taken up. This fee should cover the County’s expenses.

CT proposed, and this was seconded by DC, that any shortfall would be covered by the County.

The u15/u20 event

This will be held at Abingdon on August 8th.

RL asked whether there would be selection criterion. IH said that there would be but at the time of this committee meeting, this standard had not been decided.

The same travel/funding arrangements as the u13 event was agreed.

The National Inter County event is being co-ordinated by IH. CT said that some athletes in the County were eligible.
The SW Inter Counties

This will be held on August 30th at Exeter and the event is hosted by Somerset this year. We will be underwriting the cost of the event. It was agreed that a charge of £5 per athlete will be made on those athletes competing for Somerset.

Dennett Trophy

This event, promoted by YOAC, has been moved to August 15th.

9. SCHOOLS
RB reported that more than 50 children were involved in the Residential course held in Bath in April.

At the time of this committee meeting, the County Combined Events Championship had already been held. Some events from the County Track and Field Championships were, once again, incorporated into this meeting. 

RB was very complimentary regarding the hospitality extended by Millfield School to all those involved in this event. RB thanked all individuals who had helped especially the Officials.

There was a good response from athletes and Emily Bonnett and Sam Backwell both set CBP.

Results had already been dispatched to relevant individuals.

The SW Combined events are to be held in Exeter in June.

At the time of this committee meeting, District Schools Track and Field trials were being held.

The u13/u14 track and field championships are to be held at Yeovil on June 9th, the Somerset Schools Track and Field Championships on June 12th and the SW Schools, also at Yeovil, on June 19th.

10. COACHING
The UKA database was currently off line.

400 individuals are awaiting licences.

This will have to wait until at least June 6.

There will be coaching courses at the end of May and July.

Graham Norris and Charlotte Fisher are now both Coaching tutors.

11. OFFICIALS
CT welcomed Larry Tulett, the new Officials’ secretary, to the committee.

There will be an Officials course at Poole on September 26th – all disciplines.
DC stated that all posts, including this Officer, should have some sort of job description so that new post holders had a working knowledge of what the post requires.

JS asked Larry for some guidelines on how Officials could progress through the grades.

DC to write to Susan Somerset to enquire about the Trophy awarded by Susan and also to ask for a list of officials. 

12. TREASURER

RL stated that there was £1000 in the (current) account.

£500 is owed to the County by Avon AA following expenses incurred by the combined XC events.

Avon AA will be asked to buy the combined County vests next year.

A cheque for £250 had been received for road race levies.
13. THE WEBSITE

No specific report
14. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

It was suggested that DC ask affiliated clubs for nominations with regard to the Jim Brunton award (services to athletics in the County). This will be awarded at the AGM.

BW has accepted the Committee’s nomination that he succeeds the late Jim Brunton as President of the Association.

15. DATE OF NEXT MEETING

The next general meeting of the Association will be held on Thursday July 29th at the Ashcott Inn, Ashcott starting at 7.30 p.m.
