3.APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

RL pointed out that under ‘Officials’ the sentence should read ‘progress through grades’ and not ‘progress through scales’.

The Minutes were otherwise considered a true record of the meeting, proposed by RL and seconded by JS.

4. ACTION NOTES AND MATTERS ARISING

DC had not yet written to Susan Somerset re the Track and Field Championships Trophy.

DC had written to Fitness Factory re their affiliation fees. He had not received a reply. 

FF should no longer be regarded as an affiliated club and any member entering a road race should pay the unaffiliated levy.

5 SEAA/SWAA

SWAA

Sonya Ellis and RLE have convened a meeting to be held in Exeter (Exeter Golf and Country Club) on November 7th.  so that every county in the SW ‘hub’ (Cornwall to Gloucestershire) can represent their views on the format of the new structure. It is hoped that there will be representatives from each county in 5 different areas :  

Road Running / Cross Country / Track and Field / Coaching / Officials.

It is hoped that the SW will be the first region into the new ‘hub’ system.

Jason Gardener, Relay Gold medalist from the Olympic Games and World Indoor 60m Champion, should be there.Jack Buckner is the Chairman of the Committee responsible for the Modernisation of UK athletics under the framework of the Foster report. Jack now lives in Exeter.

8. ROAD RUNNING AND CROSS COUNTRY

BB – the date of the combined Avon/Somerset XC Championships is not acceptable as this clashes with the Wessex League. The best date for Somerset is January 16th. The venue will be at the playing fields of Clifton College – these are actually not on the school site but over the river at Abbots Leigh.

The original date had been placed on the website but PD was asked to remove it for the time being.

BB – four road race results were awaited. IH asked if someone (IH or CT) could contact Adam Hawkins re the Glastonbury race. There were no outstanding levies to be received. 

A letter had been received from Chris Carter (SEAA) re proposed changes in Insurance for road races promoted by organizations not affiliated to the County Associations. As an alternative these organizations could promote races in conjunction with affiliated clubs. This is, of course, an important source of revenue for us and we would wish to continue to support races within the County.

There may be further proposals in the future following further meetings with the insurers.

In Somerset, the Stoke stampede and the Ilminster 10k races are organized by unaffiliated organisations.

These groups could, in theory, arrange their own insurance cover but then there would be no collection of unaffiliated levies. 

Some medals remain uncollected from the RR Championships.

Any individual requiring medals could contact BB.

BB asked for any stastistics relating to events in 2004. He is not interested in the recently advertised SW post.

IH stated that at a recent race in Langport some officials had directed athletes in a wrong direction (junior race). He asked that all officials at races be given precise instructions.

9. TRACK AND FIELD

THE SEAA u15/u20 inter county match

IH had taken a team to Abingdon. The standard was very high and the Somerset team had not performed particularly well on the track with the exception of Jack Singleton and Sam Backwell. 

Fergus McDiarmid (Sexey’s School) won the u20 Men Javelin. The cost to the County was relatively small as a minibus had been used and not a coach.

DC had also attended and had written to the SEAA pointing out problems with the 3000 metres race walk and the heat/final progression policy.

Official results are held in the Secretary’s file.

SW Inter County match

Generally felt to be a successful match, Somerset, who had hosted the event, had 11 winners on the field and 2 on the track. Somerset was 4th. overall. All age groups were well represented part from the Seniors.

The results are held electronically by DC and IH.

Thanks were given to GN/JS and BP for help with this event.

It is hoped that Avon AA will be represented again next year and Wiltshire AA should be able to send a larger team.

There was some discussion as to how Seniors could be encouraged. A link to a representative match in Europe was suggested if funds allowed.

The Taunton track

JK: Work has started on the track on a site behind the Castle School, Taunton.  This will have 8 lanes on the home straight and 6 lanes elsewhere.

Arson had recently destroyed some of the rubber coating stored for laying on the track.

This has introduced a delay but hopefully only a few weeks. Completion is projected for Oct/Nov 2004. 

JK explained the layout of the track and DC has the plans on file.

The track will be certified.

Another £20,000 is required for purchase of equipment. There is no PA system installed at the moment but it is hoped that this will be ready in March 2005. There should be no problem with the PA as far as noise for neighbouring residential areas is concerned.

DC mentioned that it might be a good idea for some of the County Track and Field Championships to be held on this new track.

JK thanked RLE for his help with this project.

The funding had come from the New Opportunities Fund designed to improve school facilities.

10. SCHOOLS

RB: A very successful ESAA Combined Event Championship had been recently completed at Exeter. This is the first that this particular evetn had been held in the SW. The organization of the event had been first class. RB thanked RL, JS, LT, Stuart Richards and Mike Eastmond for their help in particular. Some athletes had had to stay overnight but good accommodation rates had been obtained. For Somerset, the Intermediate Girls (IG) were 3rd and the Senior Boys 2nd (missing out by 65 points from first place). Results had already appeared in AW and RB/DC held full results on file.  Emily Bonnett was the overall winner of the IG. Emily has been selected to represent England in a Multi Events Competition at The Kelvin hall Glasgow in December.  8 of the 16 athletes representing England are from the SW.

Devon would like to host the event in 2007. 

A provisional Schools calendar for 2004/5 is now available.

11. COACHING

Active Sports is willing to sponsor potential coaches from Somerset on level 1 and 2 courses. The discount ranges from £25 to £60 per individual.  These coaches should be either living in Somerset or affiliated to a club in Somerset. Level 1 courses are normally £60 (£25 discount) and level 2 courses £110-120 ( £60 discount). 

For JK to be able claim money back, all forms must be properly completed by individuals on the courses. BW is aware of these discounted rates.

There will be winter coaching courses this year although no dates are set at the moment. It is hoped that these will be held at Yeovil and possibly Taunton and Millfield as well. JK would like some suggestions as to which disciplines should be covered. 

There will be residential courses this year, to be held at taunton School in conjunction with other sports.

12. TREASURER

The SWIC event hosted by the County will have incurred a total cost of £1000, with a deficit of £400 approximately. 

There is £2000 in the bank and £500 is still outstanding from Avon AA.

The Abingdon event produced a profit in the region of £30 and this is held by IH at the moment.

The SWIC will be hosted by Dorset this year. 

13. THE WEBSITE

14. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

It was decided that the Pipers Inn would be a suitable venue for the AGM and DC would enquire re availability. He would arrange £25 worth of food to be organised.

There had been only one nomination for the Jim Brunton award – DC felt that, at this time, the name should not be disclosed, as nominations could still be considered.

YOAC have Open meetings this winter – November 23, December 7, January 30 and February 15.

RB reported to the committee the recent death of Gwillym Jones who had helped with events in Somerset for many years.
