3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

BB pointed out that the Vice Chairman took the chair at the last meeting in the absence of the Chairman. This has been corrected in the previous minutes.
Tony Perry is also being trained as a course measurer.

The U13B were 4th team in the IC XC

Under coaching, RLE meant ‘county wide’ and not ‘country wide’

These amendments and additions have been added to the previous minutes.

They were otherwise recognized as a true record of that meeting proposed by BB, seconded by BP.

4. ACTION NOTES AND MATTERS ARISING

DC to write to Don Turner re the u13 match in 2006 - done

Selection criterion to go on website DC/PD - pending

5 SEAA/SWAA

SWAA AGM was held on April 10 (correction in italics after July committee)
There is no need for a large executive committee.

No grants are available and no money is forthcoming from the affiliated Counties.

Money is still available from the old SWEB donation.

SWAA is paying for the SWIC track and field championships.

IH stated that it was likely that, within 6 months, the SW would have a UKA funded professional chief executive.
SEAA

BB said that Associate membership of clubs like Lions had been discussed and approved.

There had also been approval of the proposal to increase unaffiliated levies from £1 to £2.

6.  ROAD RUNNING AND CROSS COUNTRY

BB At a recent Permit Secretary’s meeting, a plan had been proposed to edit the existing forms. There is now a new format.

CT asked BB about the forthcoming SEAA XC championships. BB had no details but PC felt that they would be at Bicton.

When the event was held locally 2 years ago, the County contributed.

It was suggested that the extra £1 which would be gained from the unaffiliated levies should go towards subsidizing travel from Counties on the edge of the SEAA area such as Norfolk and Cornwall.

English Road Running Association

This organization had received a grant of £3500 from the SEAA for set up costs.

Course measuring

The first tutorial is on the relevant website (www. coursemeasurement.org.uk) and the first test. The course measurer’s course will be at Exeter on June 26th.

Race reports

BB is up to date apart from Glastonbury and Taunton half marathon.

We are not due any unaffiliated levies until next quarter.

Monies are still not finalized re expenses incurred at the ICXC event.

County RR Championships

The course has been remeasured.

BB has no problem with affiliations.

DC to liaise with BB re medal requirements.

7. SCHOOLS

RB: There had been a residential coaching course at Taunton School from April 4-6. There had been good feedback. The course included lectures and travelling to the track at Yeovil.
The Somerset Schools/Somerset AA Combined Events Championship had been held at Millfield on the weekend of April 30/May1.

This Championship was combined with Dorset AA and Schools. 85 schools and 16 clubs invited (not entered – this corrected after July committee).
In all, there were 236 entries. RB thanked Millfield for their hospitality and Larry Tulett and Pat Gillett for their organizational input.
Teams were selected for the SW Combined Events Championship to be held at Yeovil June 25/26.

The winning team and the top 3 athletes not in that team go to the ESAA Championships.

ESAA Combined Events Championships are to be held at Southampton on September 17/18.

Around the time of this County AA meeting, District Schools Track and Field Championships were being held. Somerset Schools will be on June 11(Yeovil), SW Schools June 18 (Bournemouth) and the English Schools July 8-9 (Birmingham).

There were 626 entries in 2005. There were duplicated athletes in 2004 so the figure of 633 that year may not be completely reliable.  A reduction in the number of under 13 athletes was balanced by a mild increase in all the other age groups.

DC detailed the overall success of the event, partly spoilt by the poor weather which terminated the photofinish after the first few hours.

DC said that at a later date he would circulate members with a detailed paper of the Championships.

All results had been sent out to clubs and schools. Results had gone to AW.

We had run short of some ribbons which needed to be re ordered.

. My thanks to all involved with this championship. It was a tribute to the organisation that the track ran to time all day, As far as I was aware, so did the field.

Maximum temperature on the day was 12 C.

The photofinish failed when the transducer became wet. I will look into ways of avoiding this.
About 12 races were recorded with FAT.

Next year, we will need a dedicated announcer and more help with data input.

I believe the lunches were rather unexciting.

Problems arose again with athletes either not entered, athletes competing in events for which they were not entered, athletes competing in the wrong age group, athletes entered with the wrong gender or dob. This will be a matter for discussion before the next championship.

BP, JS and GN were drafted in the help IH. JS is already the Ladies team manager.

It was felt by DC and CT that a selection meeting was desirable. IH retained the right to select and arrange by E mail if he felt that to be sufficient.

BW suggested that formal selection meeting dates be included in the agenda for the AGM
10. TREASURER

There was £3266 in the bank.

Full accounts from the track and field championships were not yet available.

11.  COACHING

JK explained that RLE wishes to organize a county wide organization for coaches. JK felt that she would be able to take a lead role in this if required. She felt that the purpose of this organization was to provide information for issues that coaches might have, mentoring etc. DC felt that the County would endorse such an initiative.

At the recent National Congress all the recent regional winners were nominated.

The SW Region had 4 winners and two of these were from Somerset (JK the partnership award and BW for coaching).

BW stated that a SW Coaches Conference was to be held on May 20.

BW also stated that revalidation had been extended until August. If coaches did not have a licence they would not be insured.

Everyone should have received an information pack.

12.  ANY OTHER BUSINESS

BP mentioned the formation of ABAC, a new organization for athletic clubs and independent of UKA.

BW mentioned that Colin Bovell ex-YOAC had been appointed to Head of Athletics at the University of Bath.

RB mentioned that he has a copy of 2005 British Athletics with 2004 rankings.
