3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Apart from an error re the SWAA AGM and the number of clubs participating in the Somerset Combined events Championships, the minutes were regarded as a true record of the meeting, proposed by RL, seconded by JS.
The electronic copy now shows the changes.

4. ACTION NOTES AND MATTERS ARISING

DC to order more ribbons for track and field championships - done

DC to liaise with BB re medals for the RR Championships-done

5 SEAA/SWAA

There was no report.
6.  ROAD RUNNING AND CROSS COUNTRY

RR 
BB said that the entry for the County Championship had been very disappointing- 13 in total out of a total field of 150. Mark Lewis (RNAC) won the event which was held on July 10th in very hot conditions.

There were 3 drink stations on the course. The course had been remeasured (10 miles) and the event was well organised. It had been easy to identify relevant athletes and award medals.

DC was asked to circulate clubs asking them to put forward applications to host the 2006 Championships. A decision will be made at the business meeting which follows the AGM in November.
A decision may be made to allocate the 2007 race at that time as well.
Unaffiliated levies had been received.
Two reports were still outstanding: Glastonbury (Mendip AC) and the Greatwood Run (Taunton Hash House Harriers)

XC is obviously quiet at the moment.

The date of the SW Championships (inc. the inter county event) is December 4th at Exeter.

On December 11th is the SEAA Womens’ Inter County event at Stowe in Bucks.

This year Somerset is responsible for the combined Somerset/Avon XC Championships. Millfield Prep School is available. No definite date has been decided but Sunday, January 8th, 2006 is a provisional.

7. SCHOOLS

RB thanked LT and Pat Gillett for their help during the summer. 
Somerset Schools events had been blessed with good weather.

RB was full of optimism for the future.

The area schools, U13/U14 and full County Championships went well. 109 athletes went on to SW Schools at Bournemouth. The 8 Somerset team managers did a very good job and there were lots of officials from Somerset.

Somerset won the overall boys group trophy.

The results service was overwhelmed.

June 26 SW Combined events- 121 entries. The standard was good and Somerset won the JB with a CBP and the SB. Those athletes will go to the ESAA Combined Events Championships. The 2 Turner Boys from Kings, Taunton also qualified.

July8/9 ESAA Championships – one athlete was injured and had to withdraw.

The hotel, food and transport were fine. Kate (Wickman – this spelling error corrected after September meeting)won the JG Discus and Ben Gibb was second in the JB High Jump.  

CT thanked RB for his report.
8. OFFICIALS

LT had received from UKA a list of Officials in Somerset – these only numbered 

13 active Officials (although curiously LT was not on this list).
RL and LT will run officials’ courses on October 9th catering for all 4 disciplines.

Venue will probably be at Yeovil. Dorset and Devon had been invited.

RL suggested that Avon may wish to be involved.

CT thanked LT and this was seconded by DC.

LT is chief at the SEAA Combined events in Exeter.

Officials’ shirts will be given to RL by DC and RL will order more.

9. TRACK AND FIELD

The SEAA Inter County event is at Abingdon. No transport had been arranged.
There had been no selection. IH to circulate team by e mail.

July 24th the SWIC event. Somerset was second overall and won the U13B, U15B and U15G.

There were 13 AAA grade 1 performances from Somerset athletes.

The committee was very disappointed that Dorset failed to attend as a team although a few individual athletes appeared from Dorset.

The committee asked that the YOAC delegates attending could represent our views to the Dorset committee. YOAC are affiliated to Dorset and have voting rights.

There were problems with the photofinish as the chief time keeper, Richard Rowe, and the chief starter, David Shot, were not happy with its location and the equipment was therefore removed.

BP felt that more managers were required from Somerset on the day and that he had difficulty collecting the match fee of £5 per athlete.

RL was surprised that our athletes had been asked to pay.

It was decided that any match fee would be decided at a selection meeting.
10. TREASURER

There was a £986.12 surplus from the track and field championships.

To the end of July, £588.52 had been received as RR levies.

There was nearly £5000 in the current account and a similar amount in the Deposit account.

RL asked for ideas as to how we might use this large surplus.

BW says there were no longer elite squads for the senior athletes and perhaps funds could be used for that.
RL suggested that the County pays for sweatshirts for its own officials. This was seconded by IH and approved by the committee. Red shirts will be needed by the starters.

11.  COACHING

BW reported 3 items:

Of the summer coaching, only the one held at Millfield was successful.

The others were cancelled because there were insufficient candidates.

There are 3 possible dates for courses in the Autumn/Winter, namely November 13th, December 11th and March 12/19th.

BW attended a meeting on the 20th of May to discuss the structure of coaching.

BW has been asked to feed back to Sonya Ellis a list of coaches grade 3 and above who must be revalidated.

BW asked for details of coaches of whom he may be unaware.

BW would like someone to be nominated for coaching road running.

BW does not have a list of coaches within the county.

Coaching dates are on the UKA website.

RL asked how many grade 3 and 4 coaches remain unvalidated – BW did not know.

12.  ANY OTHER BUSINESS
IH mentioned that some athletes had asked for County hooded tops.  CT suggested that this was discussed with RL.

RL said he would make a sign that could be displayed at Inter-County events displaying the County name.

BW has 10 planners for 2006 priced at £4 each.

BB is now a qualified course measurer.

Frank Tinckner has been selected to run the 3000mSC for the GB U23 team.

DC mentioned the possibility of an U13 match, the YOAC Dennett Trophy and that he had attended the Avon AA 30th anniversary dinner in Bristol on June 11th.
