THE 2003 COUNTY TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS

I would like to recommend the following for this event:

The venue

Alan Lerwill and Millfield School have been very helpful to us for the last 2 years but I think that it is important that we use the refurbished Yeovil track for this meet. SSDC has invested a large amount of time and effort into this facility and to go elsewhere would send the wrong message to all bodies investing in athletics.  The Yeovil facility is marginally better than Millfield in bad weather, the catering facilities are more straightforward and, more importantly, we can run 8 man finals for the 200 and 400 metres.

The programme

I would expect that this would be broadly similar to that of 2002. Roger Lee may have to prune the field events but we may be able to promote a pole vault for the first time for several years, if we go to Yeovil. The field programme may have to start a little earlier than last time. I am hoping that Brian Beale will be able to provide EDM again. Some events could be added to the Somerset CAA/SchoolsAA multi-event programme. 

The second day

The Senior track events could be easily accommodated in the existing programme with these athletes competing with the under 20 athletes.

The Senior field events, particularly the throws, would have to go to the multi-event programme or, perhaps, with the Championship of another County. 

I do not think that the ‘West of England Championship’ is a viable proposition in 2003.

Medals and badges

I think that we should have a medal ceremony this year for winners. To try and get all medallists together is too ambitious. Silver and Bronze can be awarded informally ‘on demand’ as last year. We could have 2 or 3 occasions in the programme for these medal ceremonies. The 5000 metre event would be a good time for one ceremony.

I think that we should upgrade the medals and have ribbons for all.

We might be able to obtain the services of an engraving service to be paid for by the athletes.

If anyone has any ideas about athletes, or other persons, who might present medals,

we could discuss this at the committee.

I hope to award SEAA standard badges again this year. SEAA made £70 on this last year.

RELAYS

I think that we could add one relay event for male teams and one event for female teams IN THE MIDDLE OF THE PROGRAMME, BEFORE ALL THE SPRINTERS GO HOME. This would be free of charge, all age groups competing together and entries on the day.

THE 5000 METRES

To encourage entries into this poorly supported event I think we should have free entry for this event.
