3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
The minutes of the meeting of  March 2003 were approved, proposed by SS  and seconded by IH 

4.ACTION NOTES AND MATTERS ARISING

All action notes had been completed.

With regard to travelling expenses paid to officials (as mentioned in the last minutes), the actual amount paid was 10p/mile. The committee decided that expenses payable should be regarded as being up to 20p/mile. The officials who attended the recent track and field championships were apparently happy with the monies received.

5.THE COUNTY DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Deferred in the absence of  PC.

6.SEAA/SWAA

DC read notes sent to him by RLE.

SWAA road relays are planned for Sunday, September 14th at Clevedon. These will be for Senior men (5x5 km.) and for Senior women (4x5km.)

Junior Road Relays are planned for Saturday, October 18th. at the Devon Showground Exeter. This will be for the u13,u15 and u17 age groups.

The cross country championships are planned for Sunday December 7th at Exeter.

There is some uncertainty regarding the status of the SW team in the event formerly held at Margate because of a change of venue.

The track and field intercounty event will be at Par on July 27th. This will be for u15,u17,u20 and senior athletes. RLE confirms that, if more than one athlete is entered in an event, then all the athletes from that county in that event must have achieved the published standards. There is a maximum of 3 athletes per county in any event.

The proposal to give a £100 grant from each county to the SWAA is not required at the moment.

RLE voted in favour of the proposed registration scheme at the recent SEAA AGM, as directed by the county based on a vote taken at the March committee meeting. DC has not heard officially but it seems that the proposal was rejected at the AGM.

RL reported that Keith Gearey had resigned as Officials Secretary to the SWAA.

7.ROAD RUNNING

BB is awaiting reports from the Taunton half and full marathon – otherwise reports are up to date.

DC had given a cheque for £60 to RL at this meeting which represents the latest monies for unaffiliated levies from the SEAA.

Entry forms for the County Road Race Championships are already published and distributed.

There has been no contact from Avon re XC but the inter counties coach fee has been paid by Avon.

9.TRACK AND FIELD

DC read out the following summary to the committee and this was also circulated at the meeting.

THE 2003 TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS

YEOVIL MAY 10TH

596 athletes contested nearly 1200 events. For the first time for several years, we were joined by the Senior Men and Senior Women. 

The numbers of athletes in these older age groups were rather small but there was increase in the total number of athletes in the younger age groups.

RL was very pleased with the conduct of the field events. He pointed out that this was the first time this programme had been run on the Yeovil Arena with its new configuration. Although the Javelin had started late, the field programme kept reasonably well to plan.

10.SCHOOLS

RB: Development Squads are operating at the moment. Jane Knowles is still hoping to organise a residential course at Bath this year.

The Combined events had already taken place and District Schools Championships were completed or about to take place.

The championships for under 13 athletes will take place at Yeovil on Wednesday, June 11th. 

CT thanked RB for his help with the incorporating of county championship events within the combined events championship.

11.COACHING

RL reported that there were funds available from Sonia Ellis for specific coaching requirements.

12.OFFICIALS

There were at least 2 new qualified officials at the County Championships.

The October 5th date for the next officials’ course is not suitable and the date has been changed to 18/19 October. The 18th will be an officials course and the 19th a Health and Safety Course.

SS singled out MS for special praise as a new official.

DC had written to Ben Pemberthy thanking him for his help as starter at the county championships.

13.TREASURER

Precise accounts from the Championship were not yet known although RL has all the entry monies received at that time. A number of clubs/schools were still outstanding.

There were a number of affiliation fees still outstanding  including Millfield School, Yeovil Joggers and Wells City Harriers.

DC has corresponded with the treasurer of the Crewkerne Club about notification of annual subs.

DC congratulated MS on the successes of the Langport Club at the recent championships.

CT closed the meeting at 9.30 p.m.
