3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
The minutes of the meeting of  May 2003 were approved, proposed by SS  and seconded by JB, with the following alterations:

Page 6 ‘ 4 officials’ (not 6)

4.ACTION NOTES AND MATTERS ARISING

The Trophy for Best Overall Team at the Track and Field Championships is currently in the possession of YOAC.

Trophies to be discussed at the next committee meeting.

5.THE COUNTY DEVELOPMENT PLAN

PC discussed details of the Plan recently circulated with the County Committee minutes.

KM felt that there was a need to promote events on the new Yeovil track.

Sonia Ellis wishes to have further meetings with this sub committee.

6.SEAA/SWAA

SWAA – no recent meeting

SEAA- the recent Membership scheme was defeated at the AGM.

DC had received a document from Sonia Ellis regarding the proposed reorganisation of the SEAA into 9 hubs.

There needs to be an England wide Registration Scheme (AAA of E proposal).

CT to ring Chris Carter about these matters.

PC felt that the questionnaire subsequently sent to clubs by the SEAA re the membership scheme should have been sent before the AGM; although it was acknowledged that there had been consultation in the form of a visit from the SEAA to the County. PC felt that £5 was an excessive fee for registration.

7.ROAD RUNNING

BB was unable to attend.

The Avalon XC League was not operating in the 2003-2004 season. Only 5 clubs were continuing to support this league.

The Wessex League will now cater for these clubs – events are on the second Sunday of the month from October to March.

It is the turn of the County to host the Combined Avon/Somerset XC championships. CT offered Millfield Prep. School as the venue.

8.CROSS COUNTRY

9.TRACK AND FIELD

IH - The teams for the SW Inter Counties were taking shape. He felt that one coach would be insufficient. The cost would be £1300. The committee decided that a charge of £10 would be made for athletes travelling to this event by coach.

IH was given a free hand by the committee to arrange these coaches.

DC proposed that JS manage the girls at this event.

PD felt that the standards set for this event in the Senior Men group were too high and Sonia Ellis agreed.

The SEAA Inter County event on August 24th. needed a girls’ team manager. Again, a coach fee of £10 was agreed.

10.SCHOOLS

RB read a report of activities which had occurred in the Somerset Schools Athletic Association since the last meeting.

The SW Schools had been completed and a team selected for English Schools the weekend following this meeting.

A summary is enclosed for those who do not receive their minutes electronically.

11.COACHING

BW said that there are, as yet, no dates fixed for the County Coaching Courses.

Details could be gained from Sonia’s Bulletins.

On July 24th. the Regional High Jumps coach was holding a seminar at the Yeovil track.

12.OFFICIALS

SS described difficulties with Officials’ Reports.

On October 18-19 there will be an Officials’ Course, including an Health and Safety Course on the Sunday (19th.)

SS asked the committee for bed and breakfast expenses for officials attending this course who live outside the County. This was agreed.

It is hoped that various garments will be on sale for Officials in the future. e.g. baseball cap, with a Griffin as part of the logo. SS asked for 10 of each garment for SCAA Officials in white/red or black. The committee agreed.

13.TREASURER

RL, who was absent, had E mailed DC with the following:

There was £4000 owing to Sportshall athletics.

Yeovil Joggers had disbanded.

2003 affiliation fees were still outstanding from Millfield School AC.

14.VETERANS

No report in the absence of NST

16.ANY OTHER BUSINESS

BW discussed the forthcoming Dennett Trophy (September 14th.)

MC said that a closing date for the forthcoming County Road Race Championships will be advertised shortly.

DC  read a letter given to him that day by IH regarding difficulties within Wells City Harriers.  That letter is on file with DC should any delegate wish to read it. 

 SE offered to set up an Arbitration Service and a meeting with Andy Paul (UKA) and Chris Carter (SEAA) was subsequently arranged.

SS asked that badges be paid for by the County which the committee agreed.

SS reminded the committee that applications for Sports Aid Grants should be made through her.

JB said that he had recently attended the funeral of a previous Chairman of the SCAA, namely John Bromfield, aged 86 years.
