3. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 
It was pointed out that, at the time of the previous meeting, GN and IH were no longer members of Wells City Harriers.


The minutes were otherwise approved as a true record of the meeting, proposed by JS and seconded by PC.

4.ACTION NOTES AND MATTERS ARISING


1.The discussion regarding trophies was deferred until January. It was suggested that they might be retained at the Yeovil Olympiads (YOAC) clubhouse rather than distributed to clubs and athletes. BW pointed out that 3 trophies are currently in the possession of YOAC- overall, senior men and senior women.

5.THE COUNTY DEVELOPMENT PLAN

6.SEAA/SWAA

SWAA – no meeting to report

SEAA – it was proposed that there will be monthly meetings of this organization

7.ROAD RUNNING

A cheque for £400 had been given to RL representing road race levies

The county road race championship at Cheddar had now reached the maximum number of entries (350 runners) and entries had now closed. There will be no entries on the day but substitutions will be allowed. DC to send sufficient medals to BB (10 gold, silver and bronze).

BB has details has details of the British Road race Grand Prix.

RLE mentioned the SWAA road relay recently held at Clevedon. Only one team from the SW contested the event and this was Wells City Harriers who won the Senior Men category.

The SW road relay championships for Juniors will be held on October 18th.

8.CROSS COUNTRY

Details of the forthcoming Reebok XC Challenge were circulated to some members.

The combined Somerset/Avon XC championships will be held at Millfield School on Sunday, January 5th., 2004

The entry forms for this event are not yet available. When available, BB will send these to affiliated clubs in Somerset and Avon. Entry fees will be £1/£2 up to a maximum of £30 per club.

RS mentioned the Parrett trail relay to be held on October 18th. The total distance will be 50 miles. There will be teams of six. Details from RS.

The SW XC Championships will be held on December 1st. at the Exeter Arena. This will be held in conjunction with the Westward League. The entry form will be included on the website.

9.TRACK AND FIELD

IH discussed the recent county teams` performances.

At the SW intercounties there was some confusion over entry standards but the new format was felt to be much improved when compared to the Seniors only format. The meeting could have accommodated the under 13 age group but, in 2003, the date clashed with the SEAA intercounty event for this age group.

Par was not an ideal venue as it is geographically rather isolated. Ideally, the fixture would be at Exeter every year. 

Team selection needs to be more sophisticated.

Two coaches (buses) were taken to Par although some athletes travelled independently. The total cost for this event combined with the SEAA u15/u20 match was £1400. Revenue collected was £600. The SWIC event made a loss of £600. It was suggested that athletes who travel independently should still pay the coach fees. RL asked that invoices should be sent to him promptly. It was decided that the county should propose that Exeter be the venue for the next 2004 SWIC (to be raised at the SWAA meeting on October 26th.)

IH mentioned that a lot of athletes had withdrawn from the SEAA event in the days immediately before the match. There were a few good individual performances – Bradley Humphreys was the only individual winner but Emily Bonnett performed well. 

CT suggested that transport fees were collected at the time that the athlete confirmed selection for the event.

IH thanked GN for his help with these events.

CT thanked IH and JS, the latter acting as team manager for the female athletes.

10.SCHOOLS

RB-there were several personal best performances at the ESAA championships in July but no medallists.

It was however a very successful weekend trip.

RB mentioned 6 athletes who had performed particularly well at this event.

Sonia Ellis had arranged coaches for a SW Combined Events coaching day at Yeovil.

Somerset Schools dates for 2004 will decided in the week following this meeting. The SS AGM will be on October 9th. 

18 athletes will travel to Sheffield for the ESAA Combined Events. The 2004 events will be at Exeter – Somerset officials will be appreciated.

A local athlete, Sam Backwell, is appearing on a BBC TV programme `Born to Win`. 

11.COACHING

On March 21, 2004 there will be a Schools elite day at Yeovil. There will also be events at Bath.

There will be Strength and Conditioning Courses at Yeovil.

There will be a mentoring course at Exeter.

Two level 2 courses have been cancelled but are now concentrated at Bristol.

Active Sports trial dates are October 17, November 14 and December 5.

The high jump coaching day at Yeovil at the end of July was very successful.

The October 18/19 course was still on.

13.TREASURER

There was £4115 in the bank.

Millfield School had not paid their affiliation fees for 2003.

14.VETERANS

15. THE WEBSITE

16. WELLS CITY HARRIERS

Recent notes from UKA were circulated regarding the current difficulties at WCH.

It was decided that this would be deferred until the business meeting following the AGM. At that time, Mendip AC could submit an application for affiliation. If there were opposing views these would be circulated before the meeting.

17.ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The UKA Congress will be on November 23rd. at Loughborough.

CT closed the meeting at 9.15 p.m.
